Many Villages at Boulevard: Volunteers Make a Difference

kindergarten, second and third grade students at Boulevard Elementary School
this year. Each child worked with a volunteer at least four times in a week. The
cumulative effect of consistent effort was astounding! Children moved from
knowing as few as 6 letters to knowing them all. By the last eight weeks they
started spelling words. Over time their voices grew stronger, their posture
straightened, and their faces beamed as they mastered sounds and became early
readers.

Students and volunteers were successful because the project design was focused on results. Four Boule-
vard teachers identified specific skills that students needed to strengthen, and interventions that would
create growth. Assessment of skills, used to identify who to target and monitor learning, is critical. With
measurable results, volunteers , teachers and students knew that their efforts worked. An important re-
sult: the teachers are committed to leading yet another year of volunteer involvement in academic success.

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Program Highlights

School Team Grants

The Reaching Heights School Team Grant program funds crea-
tive classroom initiatives that help improve student achievement
in the Cleveland Heights-University Heights schools. Reaching
Heights funded eighteen School Team Grants totaling $18,780
during the 2008-09 school year and five Community Connec-
tions Grants totaling $1,250. Since 1990, more than 220 pro-
jects have been funded.

Literacy:
Integrating Folk Art and Literacy & Mosaic at Heights High - $140

Twenty ninth and tenth grade students read and wrote craft in-
structions to help improve their non-fiction literacy skills. Funds
paid for craft materials.

Digital Technology Studio 0 Gearity - $1,500

The art teacher has been working with staff to integrate technol-
ogy in the classroom. Funds purchased Macintosh computers,
scanner, digital camera and other materials for the studio. The
teacher also received a $2,500 grant from a private funding source.

Blues Writing Workshop - Mosaic, Heights High - $1500

Six ninth and tenth grade English classes attended three blues
writing workshops with Roots of American Music staff musicians.
Students wrote lyrics and the musicians performed student work
in the classrooms and in a culminating concert.

Everyone Has a Story: Student Led Documentaries - PRIDE,
Heights High - $1,500

One hundred tenth grade American History and Literature stu-
dents created documentaries telling the war stories of local citi-
zens. Funds paid for audio equipment.

Sankofa Poetry Project - PRIDE, Heights High - $500
Fifteen-twenty PRIDE students met after school to read, write and
discuss African American history and literature. Students will ex-
amine historic and current education opportunities available to
African Americans and will include family members in the discus-
sions. Funds will provide materials and guest speakers.

Books for the Reluctant Reader - Renaissance, Heights High - $750
This grant provided high interest reading material for special edu-
cation students who read two years or more below grade level.
Students participated in literature circles, Socratic Seminars and
wrote essays about the book content.

Fourth graders researched famous
Ohioans, and portrayed historic Ohioans at school assemblies.
Content was aligned with the fifth grade Ohio Social Studies
Achievement test.

Professional Development:
Inclusion/Co-Teaching Initiative 0 Canterbury - $1,500

Funds paid for planning and release time for Canterbury special
and regular education teachers. The goal was to improve instruc-
tion in the inclusion classrooms at each grade level. A $300 grant
from the Inclusion fund, started by parents to support the CH-
UH inclusion program housed at Canterbury was also used.

Science:

Race: Are We So Different? - Legacy, Heights High - $660

A thematic interdisciplinary unit addressed history, science, lit-
erature and ethics. Teachers used the Facing History structure to
guide discussions before visiting the exhibit at the Cleveland
Natural History Museum.
